Recently, researchers have focused on
data mining of the Web to discover
useful, actionable knowledge about the
Web and its users. For example, user
behavior and usage patterns can be
helpful in building and modifying
adaptive interfaces and high-perfor-
mance networks. IEEE Intelligent
Systems is soliciting papers for a 2004
special issue on mining the Web for
actionable knowledge. Suitable topics
include Web information extraction
and wrapping, adaptive Web sites,
content personalization, and Web min-
ing for searching, querying, and crawl-
ing.

As the Web increasingly becomes a
source of low-cost knowledge and
information, companies and individu-
als are at risk of encountering and act-
ing upon untrustworthy, or even
fraudulent, data. Web users face sig-
nificant challenges in differentiating
high-quality data from that which is of
questionable value.

How to efficiently identify quality
knowledge from different data sources
presents a significant challenge. To
reveal the progress in the theory and
principles underlying data and infor-
mation cleaning and preprocessing,
IEEE Intelligent Systems seeks original
papers for a special issue on this theme.
Relevant topics include data prepara-
tion and its theories, data preprocess-
ing, data reduction, group data mining
systems, and quality measurements.

Wireless grids are becoming a popular
way of connecting users to one another
and to other distributed resources. The
growth of wireless services has led to
new challenges in computing. For a
2004 special issue on wireless grids,

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nomic, and policy issues that arise
from their broadening application.
Topics may include protocols for
resource sharing, mobility manage-
ment, security mechanisms, and the

impact of hot-spot meshes on wireless
grids.

Call for Articles for Computer

Computer seeks articles for a special issue on high-speed Internet security, to
appear in June 2004. Guest editors are Simon Shim from San Jose State
University, Li Gong from Sun Microsystems, Avi Rubin from the Johns Hopkins
University, and Linley Gwennap from the Linley Group.

The growth of high-speed Internet service has strained the limits of existing net-
work security measures. The CERT Coordination Center of the Software
Engineering Institute at Carnegie Mellon University indicates that the number of
reported security-breach incidents in the first half of 2003 climbed to 76,404—
just under the 82,094 reported for the entire year of 2002.

Computer’s special issue will focus on strategies for maintaining robust secu-
rity standards in ever-faster network environments. Proposed topics include
Internet security architecture, security servers, virtual private networks, grid
computing security, and XML security, in addition to papers on original topics.

Distributed systems of embedded smart sensors and actuators promise unprece-
dented capabilities for the instrumentation and monitoring of the physical world.
Sensors can monitor many types of information: temperature, vibration, air pres-
sure, chemicals, even voice and video data. Proponents envision a host of novel
applications for sensor networks, from earthquake structural failure analysis to
rainforest habitat research. The small and many characteristics of sensor networks
have fostered a wave of research innovation in disciplines that have previously
been focused on computing and networking at a much larger scale. This interest
is driven by the vision that, like the Internet, large-scale distributed networks of sen-
sors will pervade the world but at a physical, rather than virtual, level.

The August 2004 issue of Computer will be devoted to sensor networks.
Computer is soliciting papers that provide a perspective on all aspects of the
field: hardware, architectures, wireless communication, networking, middle-
ware, application development, applications, and experience. There are oppor-
tunities for short and long papers, providing a forum for reporting on both early
and mature research. Computer also is soliciting descriptions of sensor network
technology in existing products and services. Topics of particular interest include
sensor network architectures; sensor node hardware; networking; low-power
protocols and services; distributed algorithms; data query, dissemination, rout-
ing, and fusion; novel applications and services; application development tools;
and deployment experiences.
